Measures for ON-SITE Testing & Open Testing
To Prevent the Spread of Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19)
(Effective from May 1, 2022)

1. CPA (Thailand) has implemented the following Screening Measures for Test takers;

1.1 Test reservations will be suspended for individuals who:

- are under self-quarantine; or

- have any risk of COVID-19 infection; or

- have not yet been in Thailand for 14 consecutive days since their most recent entry into the Kingdom.

* If reservations were made before occurrence of any risk of infection, please cancel or postpone your test reservation
immediately.
1.2 Test takers must present COVID-19 Test Results before being able to register. Test results must be issued within 1 day
before the test day. Acceptable Test result formats are as follows:

- Antigen Test Kit (ATK) Results in the “Moh Promt” Application or, a hard-copy/ print-out document from the
“Moh Promt” Application.

- Original or Certified copy of COVID-19 test result certificate by RT-PCR method or Rapid Antigen Test issued
by a medical facility under the Ministry of Public Health.

- For Organization-Affiliated Testing, certificates of COVID-19 (Individual Test) results that have been approved by
professional medical personnel or authorized persons, can be accepted. However, the certificate must be in
accordance with the CPA (Thailand) format or as issued by the test taker’s organization.

* Should COVID-19 test results not be presented before registration, the test taker will not be allowed to take the test
on the test day and the penalty fee will be applied.
1.3 Test intervals must be applied for the following test takers;

- Test takers with a history of COVID-19 infection cannot test until after 14 days, counted from the first day
of COVID-19 detection.

- Test takers classified as being in a “high risk group” cannot test until after 10 days, counted from the first day
of close contact with COVID-19 infected individuals.

2. Only test takers will be allowed to enter the test area at the appointment time.

3. Test Takers are required to bring medical face masks for personal use (not cloth masks) and must use them correctly at
all times while at each test site.

4. Organization / CPA (Thailand) will provide Health Screening for all test takers before entering the test center area
including temperature checks (not reach 37.5 °C), medical mask-wearing policy at all times and cleaning hands with
hand sanitizer.

5. CPA (Thailand) Staff will wear face masks and gloves when working closely with test takers or touching test taker belongings.

6. CPA (Thailand) will implement and maintain a “Physical Distancing” policy throughout the test administration process
including time lapse for test sessions, spacing during line up, check-in, registration, seating and all other processes.

7. CPA (Thailand) will coordinate with each test site to ensure cleaning and sanitizing of all common touch points prior to
each test session.

8. CPA (Thailand) will clean all test materials with sterilizing solutions before and after each test session.

9. On the test day at the test site, if test takers feel unwell or observe that other test takers have a fever or have respiratory
symptoms please notify test center staff immediately.

10. Cooperation with all CPA (Thailand) Measures and Policies is requested. Individuals who do not pass Health Screening,
or refuse to follow any of CPA (Thailand) Measures and Policies, will not be allowed to take the test on that day.
Test Takers will be required to cancel or postpone the reservation and penalty fee may be applied. However,
the test fee will not be refunded for any test taker after the test has been started.
